No matter whose indicators and systems you are using, you will have to adapt them to the particular
instrument (symbol) and time-frame (5-min, 15-min, 60-min, daily ...) you are interested in.

You can’t expect my indicators to “work” right out of the box, until and unless you tailor them to suit
your situation.

The first task you must undertake is to install the software.

Second, you need to adjust the software to the rhythm of the market. You do that by testing different
time-frames. As | say in my talks, the S&P generally trades on a 15-minute chart while the bonds trade
on a 45-minute chart. You must find the natural rhythm of your trading instrument.

Clearly, when you find that my indicator shows you the correct buys and sells (the ones you expect),
you will have identified the rhythm of the market in question.

Third, after finding the correct time-frame, you will need to optimize the stops and profit protection to
maximize your returns. You will do this with the “sjh_ExitStrategies” strategy, or set your exits by
hand. If you have licensed my “sjh_ExitStrategies”, then run a full optimization, with all the parameters
maximized to find the best range of situations.

This is Sunny's main research tool. “l use it for
marking yellow dots on all significant turning
points.” Then the indicator calculates: the date
range of the symbol; Buy and Hold; the number
of ideal trades; the ideal profit; and the PHW
profit (which is 40% of the ideal) (...more)

The beauty of this indicator, only for
RadarScreen, is that you can sort by the PHW
value, ordering from greatest to least, and find
the instruments (stocks, futures, ...) that have
the highest PHW. A high PHW means that the
instrument has lots of up and down moves in it.
Lots of pivots. With pivots, you can make profit
from trading. Without pivots, you might as well

RedLiteGreenLite

This indicator is for RadarScreen. The cells turn
red if price is below the moving averages and
green if price is above the moving averages.

3 cells are green, that gives a green light for
